Due to vacations and other 

special events, Pastor Tony may not always be 

available for your loved one’s service but will be glad 

to recommend substitute names of regional clergy.

Pastor Tony does not provide Prayer Services on nights 

before funerals but would be glad to offer a prayer and 

a reading of Scripture at the end of the visitation at the 

family’s request.
