Wednesday night
programming is serving nearly 100 kids every week
and our Wednesday WOW Worship is hosting 160-200
people including lots of families and at least &fsk

for every Kid’'s Message. A gift has been givenh®
church for us to buy 100 new hymnals, we’ve built a
new website and dozens of people are signing up
monthly to receive our weekly eConnections e-malil
devotion. Of course we continue to do weddings,
funerals and baptisms as well as provide the hungry



through our food pantry, visit the sick, bring
communion to shut-ins all while providing 3 worship
services a week on different days so that the ¢thurc
can best respond to people’s ever-changing work and
family life situations. It can sometimes be
overwhelming to d6God’s Work with Our Hands.”

But it is not overwhelming because we do God's work
together. And God’'s work is a blessing, healingng
giving meaning and purpose to our lives.

In the weeks to come, God is going to continueite g
us opportunities to know the blessing of serving.hi
Our Wednesday night programming is growing fast

Canton Lutheran Church along with Grand Valley
Lutheran and Grace Lutheran in Parker work together
for this mission. A blanket, ham, and laundry ledsk
provided to each family. The children receive laost
kit, candy sack, hat, mittens, and a gift. Therches
